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The crime data above shows the recorded incidents within the specific ward
area for Rogiet.

Over the last month, 6 crimes have been recorded in Rogiet.
There has been a decrease in the number of crimes reported in the Rogiet area

from 7 to 6 since last month’s report. Some of these crimes are still under
investigation.
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The crime categories are as follows:

The above chart shows that for the last 28 days, there have been 4 different
recorded crimes. The highest offences are Violence with Injury.

Main Issues in the area for the month of May are:

e At approximately 6pm on Wednesday 20th May 2026 Gwent Police were
called to an assault in Chestnut drive, Rogiet. During the evening, there
was a significant police response in the street. A 51-year-old male was
arrested on suspicion of assault and remanded in custody. The victim was
taken to the Grange University Hospital where they were treated for their
injuries.

Following the incident, there have been increased reassurance patrols in
the area.

Good Work

e Regular patrols have been taking place in the community on foot and on
the police bike, targeting Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB) Hotspots.
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e PCSO Tobie van Arkel attended Rogiet Community Junction for a Police
Surgery. There was significant engagement with members of the public,
some of whom raised concerns about parking on the pavement, which is
an issue being addressed.
